The
Board did think they may be able to assist with any rules that are drafted regarding
curriculum for Licensees. They did make a motion to form a committee of 2 members
of the BARCOS Board to be available to meet with the Massage Therapy Board
whenever their rules are discussed, in particular with respect to the establishment of
curriculum.

This committee wants the Massage Therapy Board to know that it is available for
assistance should it be needed.

Re:  Scope of Practice
To the Board of Barbers and Cosmetologists (BAR-COS):

T am writing on behalf of the Montana Board of Massage Therapy (BMT) regarding the
following practice question, which was recently posed to the BMT:

May a massage therapist perform facial massage and apply body wraps, paraffin wax,
exfoliating scrubs, and other topical applications as part of the practice of massage therapy?

Essentially, the BMT has been asked whether certain practices are within the definition of
massage therapy. The definition of massage therapy is provided in the Massage Therapy
Practice Act, § 37-33-403(4)(a), MCA, as follows:

(i) "Massage therapy" when provided by a massage therapist means the
application of a system of structured touch, pressure, positioning, or holding to
soft tissues of the body, Swedish massage, effleurage, petrissage, tapotement,
percussion, friction, vibration, compression, passive and active stretching “or
movement within the normal anatomical range of motion, the external application
of water, heat, cold, lubricants, salts, skin brushing, or other topical
preparations not classified as prescription drugs, providing information for
self-care stress management, and the determination of whether massage is
contraindicated and whether referral to another health care practitioner is
recommended.

(if) The techniques described in subsection (4)(a)(i) must be applied by the
massage therapist through the use of hands, forearms, elbows, knees, or feet or
through the use of hand-held tools that mimic or support the action of the hands
and are primarily intended to enhance or restore health and well-being by
promoting pain relief, stress reduction, and relaxation.

First, it is understood that a massage therapist may not apply preparations classified as
prescription drugs, and a massage therapist must use hands, forearms, elbows, knees, feet, or the
use of hand-held tools that mimic or support the action of the hands. That aside, the BMT is of
the opinion that facial massage and the application of body wraps, paraffin wax, exfoliating
scrubs, and any other topical application may be used as part of the practice of massage therapy,
as long as it is primarily intended to enhance or restore health and well-being by promoting pain
relief, stress reduction, and relaxation. Procedures or applications that are not primarily intended
to enhance or restore health and well-being by promoting pain relief, stress reduction, and
relaxation are not part of the practice of massage therapy. The question of whether the use of a
particular procedure is within the definition of massage therapy is one that must be answered on
a case-by-case basis.

The BMT recognizes that certain BAR-COS licensees may also, within the scope of their
practice as defined by statute, apply body wraps, paraffin wax, exfoliating scrubs, and other
applications. However, § 37-31-102, MCA, says: "The provisions of this chapter do not
prohibit: . . . services by persons authorized under the laws of this state to practice . . . the healing
arts ... ." Because massage therapy is a healing art, the practice of massage therapy is not
restricted by Title 37, chapter 31, MCA.

This letter is respectfully directed to you for informational purposes only, because the
issue was raised to the BMT. The hope is that any differences of opinion between our boards
might be worked out in a joint meeting as provided in § 37-1-107, MCA, if necessary. Until
then, the opinion of the BMT as outlined in this letter will be the direction given by the BMT
when approached with this issue.

Throughout history and around the world spa services
such as wraps, hydro therapies, scrubs, paraffin treatments and many newer therapies have
been conducted primarily by the massage therapist. These types of therapies are inherent
to massage and a integral part of out heritage and scope of practice. Some salons/spas
have persons doing these therapies that do nothing else and maybe are not licensed in any
profession.

I hope there are not any other professions in Montana that are going to take issue with
massage therapists performing any and all spa services.

I refer to Montana Code Annotated

Title 37 Professions and Occupations

Chapter31Barbering, cosmetology, electrology, esthetics and manicuring

37-31-102 Exemptions

#2 services by persons authorized under the laws of this state to practice dentistry, the
healing arts (italics my own) or mortuary science;

I see that reasonable rules need to be spelled out but please do not inhibit the work of
massage therapist in their endeavor to treat the whole body for the health and well being of
the client.

Dear Board Members:

I'm writing to commend the board for its thoughtful and progressive proposal regarding continuing education |
regulations. ABMP supports the board's inclusiveness to allow courses related to business, ethics, and massage skills.

We support the board’s inclination to allow licensees some freedom in selecting the courses they feel are beneficial to

them and the ability for them to be completed in a variety of settings, including online. We also agree that the 12 hours

of continuing education every two years is a reasonable standard. All in all we feel this rule is fair to licensees.

ABMP member Jill Scoggins attended the meeting in May and was concerned about the discussion the board had
about spa techniques being within the scope of practice for massage therapists. This is a very common debate that
occurs with new boards. It is sometimes confusing when there is an overlap in professional scope of practice issues
and massage therapy overlaps with several professions. When it comes to “spa techniques” such as salt scrubs, body
wraps, paraffin use, and facial massage, it is all about intent. Estheticians and cosmetologists provide these services
with the intent of beautification. Massage therapists provide these services with therapeutic intent. Both provide the
service. ;

As you know, the use of topical preparations is clearly included in the definition of massage therapy in the
Montand statute as long as the preparations are not classified as prescription drugs. None of the forty-three
states Or territories that regulate massage therapy excludes the use of topical preparations from the scope
of practice and neither should Montana; there is absolutely no reason to do so. Copied below is text from
the Montana statute that reinforces this stance.

(4) (a) (i) "Massage therapy" when provided by a massage therapist means the application of a system of
structured touch, pressure, positioning, or holding to soft tissues of the body, Swedish massage, effleurage,
petrissage, tapotement, percussion, friction, vibration, compression, passive and active stretching or
movement within the normal anatomical range of motion, the external application of water, heat, cold,
lubricants, salts, skin brushing, or other topical preparations not classified as prescription drugs, providing
information for self-care stress management, and the determination of whether massage is contraindicated
and whether referral to another health care practitioner is recommended. t

(i) The techniques described in subsection (4)(a)(i) must be applied by the massage therapist through the
use of hands, forearms, elbows, knees, or feet or through the use of hand-held tools that mimic or support the
action of the hands and are primarily intended to enhance or restore health and well-being by promoting pain
relief, stress reduction, and relaxation.

(b) The term does not include providing examinations for the purpose of diagnosis, providing treatments
that are outside the scope of massage therapy, attempts to adjust, manipulate, or mobilize any articulations of
the body or spine by the use of high-velocity, low-amplitude thrusting force, exercise, exercise instruction or
prescription, or the use of tape when applied to restrict joint movement, manual or mechanical traction when
applied to the spine or extremities for the purposes of joint mobilization or manipulation, injection therapy, laser
therapy, microwave diathermy, electrical stimulation, ultrasound, iontophoresis, or phonophoresis.

| also understand from Ms. Scoggins that the board will be allowing breast massage, but there will be no requirement
for the licensee to obtain signed consent from the client prior to providing the service. Most states do require an
informed consent form be signed prior to provided breast massage simply to avoid misunderstandings. | would
encourage Montana to do the same, or at the very least, strongly advise licensees to obtain informed consent. It would




provide everyone with the peace of mind that the treatment was discussed and agreed to and such a process would
help avoid consumer complaints down the line.

Thank-you so much for your response and help regarding my question about the ability of your
state’s massage therapists to legally utilize prescription medical devices. The prescription medical device
in question is a product called Spray and Stretch, which is produced by Gebauer Company of Cleveland,
Ohio. Due to the product’s designation as a prescription medical device, massage therapists must be
licensed as Licensed Healthcare Practitioners (LHPs) in order to be able to use the product. Under federal
law, as instructed by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA), LHPs may order and use this product.
Additionally under federal law, a Licensed Massage Therapist (LMT) who is not an LHP may use the
product if they obtain an order from an LHP. The complexity in this issue has arisen due to variation
among states in their interpretation of federal law, and in their state practice laws which govern massage
therapists. This difference has created the need for us to reach out to each state’s Massage Therapy Board
to definitively determine the ability of massage therapists to use Spray and Stretch within their state. To
remain compliant with state regulations we would like to know:

At this time, the Board has not determined any specific method of documentation.

If an individual qualifies for multiple methods of licensure, it is up to them to evaluate which
works best for them. The Board has determined that, for a student, the 100 hours may include

logged hours and clinic hours but not classroom training hours.

Processing/staff time is generally less for a grandfathering application.

By law, the Board of Massage Therapy does not approve/regulate schools. To be licensed in
Montana by examination, you will need an appropriate 500 hour curriculum (See ARM 24.155.605)
and to have passed one of the three acceptable national exams (see ARM 24.155.604) along with the
other application requirements.

Given the Qualifications for licensure, does the State of Montana recognize The Montana School of
Massage in Missoula ( http://www.montanamassage.com/ ) as a massage therapy program of a
minimum of 500 hours of study that meets or exceeds the curriculum guidelines established by any
program? My wife and | called them and they said they were a private school and not accredited.
Considering that they appear to be the only Massage school in Missoula, it would seem that they
would be recognized by the State.

Can you confirm? If you cannot answer this question, would you direct me to whomever can?
Essentially we just want to ensure that if we spend the money to attend The Montana School of
Massage in Missoula, that the State will recognize the school as a qualifying program. We
understand that examinations and other qualifications are required.

Section 7. Qualifications for licensure. (1) To be eligible for licensure as a massage therapist as
provided in [section 6], an applicant:

(a) shall submit an application on a form provided by the department;

(b) shall include with the application the application fee set by the board;

(c) must posses a high school diploma or its equivalent;

(d) must be at least 18 years of age; and

(e) must be of good moral character.

(2) The applicant, in addition to the requirements established in subsection (1), is required to:

At its recent meeting, the Board of Massage Therapy considered your email
correspondence dated Friday, June 11, 2010. You asked the board whether,
under Montana Code Annotated § 37-33-404, nurses are exempt from the
licensing requirements of the Massage Therapy Licensing Act (MTLA).

Montana Code Annotated § 37-33-404(1), says that the MTLA does not "limit or
regulate the scope of practice of [nursing]." In other words, the practice of
nursing by a licensed nurse is exempt from licensing requirements imposed by
the MTLA. '

However, if a nurse performs massage therapy separate or apart from the
nurse's nursing duties, or if a nurse holds himself or herself out to be a massage
therapist, then he or she must obtain a license to practice massage therapy. For
example, designating oneself as a “Nurse Massage Therapist,” would require a
massage therapy license. Note that a licensed massage therapist may practice
massage therapy independently. In contrast, with few exceptions, a licensed
nurse is not authorized to practice nursing independently. Regardless, it is the
practice of nursing by a licensed nurse that is exempt from the MTLA, not the
practice of massage therapy by a licensed nurse when that practice falls outside
the scope of the nurse's license.

Dear Mr. Zum-Mallen:

The Board of Massage Therapy recently considered your question of whether the
practice of ortho-bionomy is exempt from licensure under the Massage Therapy
Licensing Act.

While the practice of ortho-bionomy falls within the general definition of massage
therapy, one's practice of ortho-bionomy may not subject the person to licensure
requirements if the person is exempt under 37-33-404, MCA. Please note that
whether a person is exempt depends not only on the modality being practiced,
but also on facts specific to the person. The determination can only be made
based upon an analysis of all relevant facts.

If you want the board to determine whether you are exempt, you will need to
submit a petition for declaratory ruling, in proper form. A declaratory ruling is a
formal determination as between you and the board, and it is a matter of public
record. Please see ARM 1.3.226 through 1.3.229 for forms and information
regarding the process.
